Katie Needham gave a detailed update on smoking in pregnancy including the history behind the LAA target and the work that is ongoing to try and increase specialist service provision in Scarborough in particular, but also around the county. Overall, although we are pleased that the rate is falling, we haven’t been able to make the impact we had hoped for so far.

Carly Walker gave a detailed update on work to reduce teenage conceptions and support teenage parents. The local LAA target is focussed on reducing the rate in Scarborough as it is significantly higher than the rest of NY. The Scarborough rate is now below the national average which is a significant achievement. Across North Yorkshire rates have fallen but the most recent data suggests they are rising again. Carly outlined some of the projects, campaigns and training that are ongoing but emphasised problems of staff shortages.
