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	FREQUENCY OF FORUM MEETING

	The Forum currently meets in November and February to fit in with partners’ business planning cycle. However, the practicalities of this arrangement are such that, in the event of one or more members being unable to attend a particular meeting, a whole year will elapse before some members next have an opportunity for any meaningful involvement in the work of the Forum and hence the ability to maintain an awareness of, and contribute to discussion surrounding current issues. It is therefore agreed that a third meeting is added to the schedule in June.

	NORTH YORKSHIRE COMMUNITY SAFETY STRATEGY 2009

	Every local authority is required to have a Crime & Disorder Reduction Strategy (known locally as a Community Safety Strategy) and for it to be approved by full council. Currently the council does not have a formal strategy although development work was undertaken 2004 to 2007. Section 17 of the Crime & Disorder Act 1998 also places a duty on every local authority to consider the crime and disorder implications when exercising its functions and do all that it reasonably can to prevent crime and disorder in its area. Within the County Council a whole range of services contribute towards community safety and section 17 in a wide variety of ways. The Document starts from the County Council’s vision and objectives, describes partnership working on community safety through the NYSP, and sets out the key contributions that the County Council makes to community safety.

	JOINT STRATEGIC INTELLIGENCE ASSESSMENT (JSIA) PROGRESS

	Working Progress is being made to ensuring that the development of the JSIAs are produced in time for the CDRPs to be able to prepare their plans. Extra short term staffing resources have been provided by North Yorkshire County Council, and funding has been sought and approved to help to pay for the analytical resources needed. The first draft JSIA for Harrogate should be agreed by late February. The other 6 documents will be built up using the agreed format, and in consultation, on an individual basis with the CDRP Managers. The final drafts will be issued to all CDRP Managers by mid to late March 2009. These documents will then be put forward for consideration by the CDRPs and for use in the development of the CDRP Plans for 2009. This revised timetable means, unfortunately, that the JSIAs were not ready in time for consideration at the February meeting of the Safer Communities Forum, however, the established JSIA Development sub group have been granted the delegated authority to support the JSIAs on completion and to then issue the documents to the CDRP for approval.

	DOMESTIC ABUSE MAKING SAFE PROGRAMME

	The Domestic Abuse Joint Coordinating Group is pleased to support the development of the Making Safe project across the county. Making Safe is a multi-agency project that ensures a coordinated approach to providing support and interventions to both victims and perpetrators.  Its ethos is to ensure that victims can remain safely in their own homes whilst the perpetrators behaviour is addressed. Victims of abuse are provided with individual support, enhanced safety measures and specialist assistance with legal matters. Perpetrators are removed from the family home and provided with individual and group interventions aimed at challenging and changing their behaviour. Children living in the family who may witness Domestic Abuse are also provided with support including safety planning. The agencies involved in the provision of services regularly meet to assess the needs of the whole family and carry out in-depth risk assessments. In Scarborough, Making Safe has been running for over two years.  Amongst those who engage with the scheme, the re-offending rate has fallen from over 40% to approximately 7%.We look forward to monitoring the successes of the scheme throughout the county.

	SPOTLIGHT SCHEME

	Since their inception, the York and North Yorkshire Prolific and other Priority Offender (PPO) ‘Spotlight’ schemes have achieved notable success, halving the offending behaviour of those PPOs subject to Home Office monitoring, and the Probation Service are well on track to exceed the ‘reducing re-offending for PPOs’ LAA improvement target. This success has been ably assisted by the CDRP-funded PPO Coordinator post; a post which has ensured that the CDRP’s responsibilities and interests in the PPO strategy have always been well represented.

	INTEGRATED OFFENDER MANAGEMENT (IOM) 

	Building on the success of the Prolific and other Priority Offender (PPO) strategy and recognising that a relatively small pool of persistent offenders commit the majority of crime, Integrated Offender Management (IOM) is a new approach, which promotes shared working between the Police, Probation and other partners to ‘control’ the offending behaviour of that pool of offenders. This is achieved through the intensive multi-agency delivery of rehabilitative interventions and support to comply with orders and community sentences. The approach is underpinned by a robust multi-agency enforcement policy which presents offenders with a simple choice – stop offending and accept the support on offer, or be subject to enforcement action. The IOM approach has strong links with all the existing safer communities Joint Coordinating Groups, and part of the development work for the IOM Strategic Delivery Board will include discussions to ensure that IOM governance arrangements represent the interests of all criminal justice and community safety partners.
